Pope’s Intention for November 2020
We pray that the progress of robotics and
artificial intelligence may always serve
humankind.
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Today we hear one of the most famous
teachings of Jesus, the Beatitudes. Catholic
churches around the world are often named to
honor some aspect of our faith revealed in the
Gospel. Examples might be “Holy Cross
Parish” or “Resurrection Parish,” but | don't
know of a church named “Holy Beatitudes
Parish.”! Perhaps it's because the Beatitudes
are one of the least understood of Jesus’
teachings. !

Prompt:! Speak of the beatitude that is
hardest for you to understand.!

Prompt:! In your experience speak of the
beatitude that is hardest for you to live. Why is
that?!

It is said that the Beatitudes are Jesus formula
for happiness. But it's not “happiness” in the
way the world defines it “getting what you
want.” Rather, the beatitudes move us beyond
how we want life to be to how God can be with
us when life isn't the way we want it to be.!
Prompt:!Reflect on a time when God was with
you when life wasn’t the way you wanted it to
be. In that moment which beatitude were you
being invited to grow into? !

The beatitudes seem to cover the gamut of life
experience. So, we can ask ourselves, “When

have | felt “poor in spirit,” that is, weak and
vulnerable? When have | felt meek and
humble in the face of being humbled? When
have | felt the need to hunger and thirst after
what is right after being denied what is right ?
When have | felt the need to be merciful
because | was shown mercy? What are the
life experiences that have purified my own
heart? When in my life has motivated me to be
a peacemaker? When have | felt peace even
in the face of persecution and being falsely
accused?!!

Prompt:!Of the examples given above, reflect
on your experience of trying to live the
beatitudes. !

The Church chooses Matthew 5:1-12 as the
Gospel passage for the Feast of All Saints
celebrated on November 1. There are the
heralded saints canonized by the Church, and
then there are unknown saints of ordinary life.
These everyday ordinary saints might be
described as those whose heart have made
room for God thus allowing the Spirit to take
hold and work in their lives in powerful ways.
At the end of their lives they come to God not
empty handed but with the humble offering of
a life lived in the spirit of the beatitudes.!!
Prompt:! Speak of an unknown saint of
everyday ordinary life whose life you've been
blessed by and whose example has inspired
you to want to live in the spirit of the
beatitudes.!
